Dear Parents of Troop 111

If you asked your son what the scout motto is he would tell you “Be Prepared”. As we begin the new scout year I would like to address some issues that will help you be prepared for the 2010 – 2011 scout year. 

Dues 

The due for this year is $50.00 and should be paid by October 31, 2010. You can also pay in a monthly installment of $5.50. After November 1st dues must be current to participate in camping trips and troop activities.
Camping 

The cost of a camping trip is $20.00 for scouts and $10.00 for adults. The plan for the new scout year is to camp every other month starting in October. To date the following trips have been scheduled for this year.

· French Creek – October 22 – 24

· Firestone Lodge – December 17 – 19 (Christmas Trip)

· Klondike Derby  - February 17 – 20 (Klondike Derby)
Those parents who are not driving on the camping trips are asked to give the person driving their son $10.00 to help defray the cost of gas. 

Non Camping Activities
On the non camping months (November, January, March) the boys will organize a day trip for a Saturday during the month. I will be meeting with the boys on Tuesday, September 14, 2010 to discuss what activities they would like to do each month. We will inform you as to the costs of these activities as soon as we have them. 

Please note also that the meeting on October 26th will be either a haunted hay ride or laser tag. The boys will decide this next week.
Summer Camp

We would like to offer the boys the option of going out of council for summer camp during the summer of 2011. If we go out of council, we will not have the option of getting camperships to lessen the cost of summer camp. The cost of summer camp last year was $325.00 before the good camper (early payment) discount. 
To help your son get to summer camp, we are realigning the sales incentives for popcorn to focus on achieving summer camp sooner rather than later the total sales. In addition the committee is working to develop additional fund raisers to get funds for summer camp.  
That said, since it is you the parents that pay for summer camp we would like your opinion on whether you agree with going out of council and forgoing the camperships. At the bottom of the page is a survey, please complete the form and turn it into Karen Perri so that we know where you stand. We need to make a decision on summer camp by the end of the month so we need resolve this issue by September 14th.
